PASTORS CORNER

Whenever Easter comes, I am 1n
trouble. First, the resurrection
account, then all the strange, wonder-
ful, impenetrable readings from John
for six Sundays after Easter. With
Jesus saying utterly incomprehensible
things to his disciples. What does it
all mean? How should we interpret
it? Pin it down? As the minister, I am
supposed to know.

It’s a problem here that we have cut
the gospels up in small pieces. We
get a nugget every Sunday. We scruti-
nize it for fifteen minutes while we
lose any sense of the text as a whole.
‘What impact the story as a whole
might have on us. I have tried to
compensate for that i our Bible
study group.

In the autumn we read Mark, Mat-
thew, and Luke. In January, we read
John. Preparing for these evenings
have been a great experience. Espe-
cially John. I never cared much for
John. He was the obstacle between
Easter and Pentecost. The great pur-
veyor of high theology in the New
Testament. But then I read John.
Not snippets of John, but John. And
I discovered something else. True,
John is very theological, and his
Christ is not very down to earth. He
always speaks about himself. He
speaks like the Lord Yahweh in the
Old Testament. ‘I am’, he says, as
God said to Moses from the burning
bush. Jesus is more clearly God in
John than he is in any of the other
gospels. Yet John is also the only
gospel where Jesus calls his disciples
‘friends’. He weeps for Lazarus. In
some ways we get closer to him than
in Mark, Matthew, or Luke. And the

story 1s much more seamless. It 1s

beautifully crafted with many strong
scenes. You actually want to read on.
I had never thought I would feel that
way about John.

In that, John resembles Acts. Acts
provides the other New Testament
readings between Easter and Pente-
cost. We read the whole book in our
study group in February. Again, I was
surprised to experience the text in its
entirety. Luke 1s a master storyteller,
and, 1n Acts, he 1s much more at ease
than in his gospel. He 1s not as lim-
ited by his sources, he can write a
much more unified story. It 1s an
upbeat story, with miracles, dreams,
and visions. Time and again, the
apostles are imprisoned, then achieve
to break out of prison assisted by
angels. There 1s even humour. Peter
has just escaped from prison. He
runs home to be with the others. He
knocks at the door. A young girl
inside asks who is there. When she
hears it 1s Peter, she runs upstairs to
tell the others and forgets to open the
door. The others are incredulous. It
must be his angel! All the while Peter
1s outside in the night knocking on
the door. Or read the last few chap-
ters that relate Paul’s dramatic sea
journey from Palestine to Rome.
They shipwreck on an unknown is-
land. They have to swim to get
ashore. Fortunately, the inhabitants
of the island are friendly, and they
are welcomed by its ruler. It might
have been the voyage of the Bounty,
and the island might have been Tahi-
ti. We are almost disappointed when
Paul finally reaches such an un-exotic
destination as Rome where everyone
already knows him.



I have learned something from these
stories. Ministers usually ask about
the meaning of a story. How to inter-
pret it. They need something to say
on the pulpit. The resurrection often
becomes a metaphor for spring or of
rebirth of some kind. The texts from
John are laboured to give up their
meaning. But it may all be a mistake.
John and Acts are stories. Every
piece of them is not supposed to
harbour the whole truth about hu-
man existence. They are comparable
to works of art. Reading them, we
may be mspired by what the Ameri-
can critic Susan Sontag writes.

A work of art, she says, doesn’t mean
anything. It 7s something. It may have
an effect, an impact, a function. But it
cannot be reduced to something else,
like its true ‘meaning’. That 1s bad
news for the preacher. It doesn’t tell
me what to say on Easter Sunday or
on any of the Sundays after Easter.
But it 1s also encouraging. The stories
are more than the meanings that I or
any of my colleagues may be able to
extract from them on a given Sunday.
That 1s how they are able to continue
fascinating us.

“When the Sabbath was over, Mary of Magdala, Mary the mother of James, and
Salome, bought spices with which to go and anomt him. And very early in the
morning on the first day of the week they went to the tomb when the sun had
risen.

They had been saying to one another, ‘Who will roll away the stone for us from
the entrance to the tomb?’ But when they looked they saw that the stone - which
was very big - had already been rolled back. On entering the tomb they saw a
young man i a white robe seated on the right-hand side, and they were struck
with amazement. But he said to them, “There is no need to be so amazed. You
are looking for Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified: he has risen, he is not here.
See, here is the place where they laid him. But you must go and tell his disciples
and Peter, “He is going ahead of you to Galilee; that 1s where you will see him,
Just as he told you.” And the women came out and ran away from the tomb
because they were frightened out of their wits; and they sard nothing to anyone,
for they were afraid”. Mark 16:1-8.

That 1s the ending of Mark. But it 1s the beginning of Christianity. At the begin-
ning lies a mystery. We don’t know many details about what happened and
Mark 1s careful to leave the mystery intact. But we know for certain that Jesus’
disciples came to believe that he had risen from the dead. Paul says they all saw
him, that 500 people saw him at once. Whenever we are inclined to think that
Christianity 1s centred on death and sacrifice, we should remember that. In the
beginning was not the sacrifice but the resurrection. Not a shortage of life but an
excess of life. Not a commandment but a gift.
